The society was 
founded in March 2009 and is run by a group of adult volunteers 
who form the Executive Committee.

KYDS provides access to the dramatic arts for many young people 
within our community and helps them to develop skills which they  
otherwise may not have.

The National Operatic and Dramatic Association (NODA), founded in 1899, is the leading repre-
sentative body for amateur theatre in the UK. The Association has a membership of 2500 ama-
teur theatre groups and over 2000 individual members staging musicals, operas, plays, concerts 
and pantomimes in a wide variety of venues ranging from the countryõs leading professional 
theatres to village halls.

Ingredients 

450 g stewing beef steaks, e.g. shin of 
beef, or skirt, or chuck steak, cubed  
600 ml water 
4 large carrots , sliced  
1 small turnip , diced  
1 large onion, chopped  
1/2 a whitecabbage, shredded  
10 medium potatoes, peeled and halved  
2 cubes of beef stock 
2 sprigs thyme 

2 sprigs parsley 
2 tbsp plain flour 
1 pinch black pepper 

For the dumplings: 

220 g self-raising flour  
1 pinch salt 
110 g suet 
2 tbsp parsley, finely 
chopped  
1 clove garlic crushed  

1. Put the beef and water in a large saucepan and bring up to the boil. 
Simmer gently for 1 hour. 

2. Add the vegetables, stock and herbs. Bring back to the boil then leave 
to simmer for 1 hour until the meat is tender, stirring occasionally.  
Season with salt and black pepper. 

3. Mix the flour with cold water to make a paste. Add this to the stew to 
thicken the broth. 

4. Meanwhile, make the dumplings. Sift the flour with the salt, and then 
stir in the suet and parsley. 

5. Add the garlic and enough cold water to mix to a soft but not sticky 
dough. 

6. Divide into pieces about as big as walnut, and roll each one into a 
ball. 

7. Add the dumplings to the stew, cover the pan and simmer for a final 15
-20 minutes, until the dumplings are puffed and cooked through and 
stew has thickened. 

8. Serve immediately.
